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Organization Spotlight: 

Trinity Middle-age Family Fellowship 

Trinity Mar Thoma Church Middle-age Family Fellowship was officially formed in the year 

2020 after several members of the parish expressed that there was a growing need for a middle 

age group organization to establish and improve Christian fellowship and integrated activities 

in the parish.  Interested members were invited by then Vicar Rev. Jacob P. Thomas for a for-

mal meeting and the first committee was elected to organize the new fellowship.   

This newly formed body was to act as a transition forum from the Yuvajana Sakhyam due to 

the age restriction required by the Yuvajana Sakhyam Constitution. The main vision was to ex-

tend Christian fellowship, encourage worship life and help steer towards Voluntary Evange-

lists’ Association activities. Another key factor is to bridge language and cultural barriers for 

the members of middle-aged families coming from Kerala, other Indian states and other parts 

of the world. 

Membership is offered to 45 to 65-year-old members of Trinity Mar Thoma Church A formal 

membership form is in the works.  

Main objectives of this newly formed organization are: 

1. Prepare every member of the church to grow in their relationship with Jesus Chris through 

testimony and witnessing and to gain salvation through Jesus Christ,  

2. Equip every member to be a part of a Christian fellowship, Christian charity, Bible study 

and intercessory prayer, 

3. Encourage each member to be involved in spiritual and social activities and support other 

Church organizations with the same mission, 

4. Equip every member to participate in the mission of the church,  

5. Strengthen the family unit so that the homelife of each member is healthy and fruitful by 

biblical standards, and  

6. Organize seminars, discussions, classes, workshops, conferences, mission tours, etc. to cre-

ate in every member an interest in Bible studies and faith and practice of the church, and to 

establish an ecumenical relationship to help humanity. 

We currently meet once a month via Zoom and have plans to meet at church once the Covid-19 

restrictions are lifted. The Middle-age Family Fellowship will grow in faith and continue to 

fulfill the duties entrusted by God to love and care for one another.
