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Vicar’s Message   

The Church enters the Great Lent in the month of February. This is also known as Fifty Days Lent. It is a 

time of confession, conversion, and renewal of the Church. The Great Lent begins with the Service of 

Reconciliation on the first Monday of Lent. On that day, the church community seeks mutual forgiveness 

and reconciliation. Each Sunday has a particular theme which manifests the healing, transforming power 

of Christ during His earthly ministry. 

Mid-Lent is observed on 25th day of great Lent and the 40th day is known as 40th Friday. The forty days 

symbolize the forty days fasting of Jesus Christ in the wilderness. During the next 10 days, the believers 

identify with the passion, crucifixion, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ. The whole week is known 

as Passion Week. 

The entry of Jesus into Jerusalem is celebrated on Palm Sunday (Hosanna).  Thursday, the day of the in-

stitution of Eucharist, is known as Pesaha.  Good Friday is the day of crucifixion and death of Jesus on 

the Cross. On Sunday, the Church celebrates the resurrection of Jesus Christ. This is a day of great Joy.  

Lent is a better time to deepen our faith. The season of Lent is historically marked by the practice of fast-

ing and other forms of self-denial. These various practices are intended to lead one to contrition and re-

pentance and to renewing practices such as prayer, meditation, charity, and service. It is a season of intro-

spection and to look unto God with deepened trust.  

I encourage all of you to prayerfully participate in the Lent prayer meetings . 

We entered a new financial year. I thank all the office bearers, executive committee members, and organ-

izational leaderships of 2022, for their selfless services rendered to the Church and to the Kingdom of 

God.  Also, I appreciate the support and participation of the Trinity family in all Parish activities.  

I request your continued prayers and support for the 2023 leadership team.
